In fact, a recent national study of communities identified Bowen Island as 
the 5th most artistic community in Canada. The Bowen Island Arts Council 
(BIAC) supports artists and coordinates cultural activities on the Island.

Bowen Island has a history rich in natural resources 
and tourism. The Union Steamship’s presence is 
still felt on the wharf with its charming heritage 
buildings, including Davies Orchard. 

The original two docks that were used by the 
steamships protruded from where the Bowen 
Island Marina is today. Originally established 
in 1899 by the Cates family, the Union Steam 
Ships Co. ran it as the main port for steamships 
from 1920 to 1957 until the existing owners took 
it over. Many vacationers and USSC employees, 
during WW1, would load and unload here. Over 
the years, the Pier has been an intrical part of 
Bowen hosting many past and present events  
such as, the Salmon Derbie, the original Dock 
Dances, the Celtic Dancers, local Bands, local 
BBQ fundraisers, and the Annual Around  
Bowen Kayak Race. It’s a great place to hang  
out and grab some great food while taking in a  
bit of history.  

Up the hill, visit the Bowen Island Museum. In 
the 20’s to the 50’s we would have up to 20,000 
visitors and USSC employees on the island to 
camp, cottage, and celebrate.  
For over 100 years, Bowen Island has been known 
as “Vancouver’s Playground”. In 1902 Captain 
Cates sailed here in the luxurious S.S. Britannia 
and dubbed her, “The Happy Isle”. Thousands 
of passengers arrived daily in Steamships from 
Vancouver to frolic on Bowen’s beaches, picnic 
grounds and dance halls.

In 1924 The Lady Alexandra, 
the flagship of the Union 
Steamship Fleet, brought 
up to 1,400 passengers a day 
eager to kick up their heels to 
some of the best dance bands 
of the era. Over 200 summer 
cottages and a lavish hotel 
were built to accommodate 
the throngs of summer 
seekers.

Bowen has been home 
to many creative artists and writers such 
at painters Iona McIntyre, Ian Fry, Nick 
Bantock (Griffin & Sabine author), Victor 
Chan and Mort Graham (famous painter 
of original native portraits) to mention a 
few. Malcolm Lowry author of Under the 
Volcano, spent time on Bowen at “Lieben” 
a writers and artist retreat hosted by Einar 
and Muriel Nielson in the 1940s and 50s. 
This creative spirit is still alive and well.  We’ve also been host 
to many musical talents such as the Indie sensation Said the 
Whale, with live acts such as Long John Baldry, and Jim Burns, 
appearing at our Dock Dance and Bowfest (last weekend Aug.). 

We are treated, past and present, to local 
professional talents such as Pauline LeBel 
(singer songwriter), Shari Ulrich (singer, 
songwriter, musician), Corbin Keep (eclectic 
cello/songwriter), Christie Grace (Blues/
Jazz singer), Roger Arndt (music teacher, 
singer/songwriter) Teun Schut (jazz guitar 
master, guitar teacher), Buff Allen (world 
renowned jazz drummer), Ginger 66, Black 
Molly, Matt Maxwell and many more. And 
if you want to have some traditional silliness, 

you can catch a performance by our local Morris Dancer’s, “The
